Steve, who is a parent of two
himself, said it was good news
the LEA recognise a new
school is needed in Winchester
but insisted a huge coordinated
local effort was needed to
avoid any further delay and get
the new facility open for
September 2013 latest.

He added; "I do however think
there is a temptation to remain
stuck in the old way of thinking
whereby we wait patiently to
see what the LEA gives us.
Michael Gove's 'free' school
policy is part of our localism
agenda and for the first time it
puts new school planning
directly in the hands of
Winchester residents.

"A free school in the city could
be really exciting and | see no
reason, least of all ideological
opposition, why Winchester
should be left behind."
