Why do you say the ‘new’ Winchester?

Because Hampshire as a whole has been the subject of some
significant boundary changes since the last General Election in May
2005. The ‘new’ Winchester constituency centres on the city itself
and includes Alresford, Colden Common & Twyford, Compton &
Otterbourne, the ltchen Valley, Littleton & Harestock, Kings Worthy,
