We’ve tried to stay in touch over the years through many 
means including over 160 ‘Letters from Westminster’ for 
the Hampshire Chronicle and more than 1200 articles for 
parish magazines across the area!

2010 – After a long 
campaign, I was elected 
for the first time as part 
of the first coalition 
Government since the 
war. Conservatives and 
Liberal Democrats worked 
together in the national 
interest and my son, 
William, was born that 
November.
2011 – Backed the 
successful campaign to 
keep children’s heart 
surgery in Southampton, 
held my first ‘Summer 
Tour’, brought the Health 
Secretary to our hospital 
and Schools Minister to 
our university.
2012 – Fought power 
companies to secure a 
reliable electricity supply 
in Kings Worthy, welcomed 
the Olympic Torch to 
Winchester and received a 
‘Fit for the Future’ petition 
(relay style) for a new 
leisure centre in the city.
2013 – Opened the new 
scanner unit at RHCH 
plus Rotherley Nursery 
in Fulflood with Peppa 
Pig, met CALA Homes 
to discuss the ‘Barton 
Farm’ development and 
welcomed a royal visitor to 
Naomi House.
2014 – Flooding 
dominated as I mucked 
in making daily visits to 
Hursley, Sutton Scotney, 
Littleton, Twyford and the 
Worthies. Helped ‘Save 
the Rec’ at River Park and 
(quietly) turned 40.
2015 – Cut the ribbon 
at new Warren Hall in 
Micheldever, met Syrian 
families arriving in 
Winchester to flee the 
war and laid my wreath 
at the Cathedral for 
Remembrance Sunday. 
The General Election in 
May saw me returned with 
a 17,000 majority.
2016 – Spoke at the 
Chamber Business 
Breakfast, opened Happy 
Hounds doggy day-care in 
Chilcomb and chaired EU 
referendum debate at the 
Theatre Royal. Supported 
Theresa May as PM and 
became a Government 
Whip.

2017 – Shared Brenda from 
Bristol’s view on “another” 
General Election but stood 
and won, again securing over 
50% of the vote. Appointed 
Public Health Minister and 
opened new Dovetail Café in 
Chandler’s Ford.
2018 – Held a rail summit as 
SWR began local franchise, 
welcomed new plans for 
Junction 9, spoke out over 
Eastleigh Council’s lack of 
a Local Plan and brought 
residents together to fight 
latest plans for Micheldever 
‘new town’.
2019 – Opened new 
council houses in Stanmore 
and supported Alresford 
businesses concerned by 
business rate hikes. Opened 
the new A&E at Winchester 
Hospital and was re-elected 
for the fourth time.
2020 – Covid hit and the 
world ground to a halt but I 
attended Parliament every 
day and spoke extensively 
on lockdown measures and 
support for constituents. 
Took the Lord Chancellor to 
visit Winchester Prison.
2021 – Put in many shifts 
at local Covid vaccination 
centres, celebrated the 
return of cancer services 
to RHCH and attended the 
COP26 climate meeting in 
Glasgow.
2022 – Welcomed the end 
of ‘smart’ motorways, opened 
a new rehab facility at Trinity, 
backed Rishi Sunak for 
my party’s leadership and 
delivered a tribute to the 
late Queen in Parliament. 
Elected to chair Health Select 
Committee.
2023 – Held urgent 
meetings with Southern 
Water over supply issues, 
held ‘ASKtheAIRPORT’ 
meeting in Colden Common 
and met Ukrainians living 
safely in Hiltingbury. Met King 
Charles III.
2024 – Spoke in favour of 
retaining ATR Winchester 
as an MoD site, brought our 
PM to Winchester, launched 
campaign to improve 
Winchester Station, met 
Southern Water (again) and 
visited the rebuilt Fryern 
School in Chandler’s Ford. 
And (very) quietly turned 50.
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VISITING WESTMINSTER
Over the years, I’ve hosted dozens of local schools (and other groups) 
in Parliament. Seeing their sense of wonder, and answering their many 

questions, is one of the great parts of this job. Teachers tell me they never 
struggle to get parent helpers for this school trip!

When I ran for Parliament, I said my priority was the local NHS and I would, above all else, strive to 
be a good constituency MP. Others can judge whether I have done that, but I hope some memorable 

campaigns – with maybe a few wins along the way – leave this area better than I found it.

My wife Susie and I said we would do 
twenty years or four General Elections 
– whichever came first. I will leave the 
House of Commons shortly (and people 
will have different views of the last four 
Parliaments in which I’ve served) but 
one thing on which we can all agree, it’s 
been an interesting time …

Part One – Coalition
May 2010 – May 2015
So much has been said about the 
Conservative/Liberal coalition but 
I think we did the right thing in the 
aftermath of the financial crisis 
while reforming education, health 
and welfare. 

Early days, I worked as part of the 
Justice Select Committee - led the 
breast cancer, park homes and 
cycling groups – and focused on 
health, energy as well as criminal 
justice policy. I established myself 
as an independent minded MP on 
the Government benches.

Part Two – Small majority 
Conservative Government
May 2015 – June 2017

The Cameron Government was 
re-elected with its own mandate in 
2015 and I continued as a strong 
and now experienced MP. I joined 
the junior ranks of Government 
as PPS to the Health Secretary 
and, while I supported giving 
people a say on EU membership, 
campaigned hard for Britain to 
Remain. When Theresa May 
became Prime Minister, I joined the 
Government Whips Office until she 
(unwisely) called that fateful early 
General Election.

Part Three – The Brexit years 
June 2017 – December 2019
The House of Commons doesn’t 
work well in a hung Parliament, 
and we proved that during these 
two years. The response from 
Winchester to Brexit was huge – on both sides – and I focused on 
respecting the outcome of a national referendum while arguing for 
a safe deal that recognised the closeness of the result. That led 
me into conflict with (new PM) Boris Johnson who subsequently 
withdrew the Conservative Party whip meaning I was, for a time, an 
independent MP.

Part Four –  
Big majority 
Conservative 
Government 
December 2019 – 
late 2024
Back in the fold (with, 
perhaps, my integrity 
intact) I was returned to Westminster for 
my final Parliament and my experience 
as Health Minister helped me hold 
Government to account as Covid hit. 
We have never had so much casework 
as we supported constituents. Backed 
Rishi Sunak for PM and (eventually) that 
happened. Chairing the high-profile 
Health Select Committee is the perfect 
way for me to conclude my career in the 
Commons.

Here with 
the Deputy Mayor in 
Amsterdam to get some 
new ideas for back home.

I set-up the HIV 
Commission to map 
how we’d end new 
transmissions in England 
by 2030. Here with 
Labour’s Shadow Health 
Secretary, Wes Streeting 
MP, discussing its 
recommendations.

Not my natural territory! 
In January 2019 I 
appeared as a guest 
on Jamie Oliver’s 
Channel 4 show Jamie 
& Jimmy’s to talk about 
nutrition training for 
health professionals.

You can take a look at my work in Government  
(I eventually resigned to vote against a No Deal Brexit) and 

watch various short films from SBTV at 
 stevebrine.com/BrineMinister  

This is unfinished business for me 
but we’re now in the final stages 
– and work will soon begin – on a 
package worth at least £200m to 
completely re-design the Winnall 
junction of the M3.

We need new affordable 
homes and I’ve always worked 
cross-party to support the ‘New 
Homes Programme’ which has 
delivered for locations including 
Baron Close in Micheldever.

Back in 2010 we had 
a major shortage of 
school places. One 
of my first campaigns 
led Hampshire County 
Council to a £10m plan 
for our constituency 
that created some 420 
new primary places. 
That included the new 
all-through school at 
Westgate as well as 
investment at Winnall, 
St Peter’s, All Saints, 
Harestock and Western.

Whether it be my popular 
ASKseries of public meetings 
(we’ve held FOUR on local 
hospital services) or annual 
‘Summer Tour’, I have tried to 
be open and accessible to all 
constituents despite a much 
changed environment for MPs.

What are your reflections on this year's General Electionand the coalition?
We always said if people voted for me they could change theGovernment AND elect a new MP who would work hard forthe area.  I am obviously pleased that as a result of theelection we have a dynamic new Prime Minster in DavidCameron and while it is for others to judge my record in fiveyears time, I am staying true to my word and making sure Iam first and foremost a constituency MP.As I have said many times, I think the coalition is a breath offresh air.  I am aware the Conservatives won the election bysecuring the most votes and the most seats and of course Iknow the Liberal Democrats came third and actually reducedtheir number of MPs but we didn't do well enough to governas a single party and our system is pretty clear what has tohappen in that eventuality.  So we have two parties workingtogether, in a grown up and sensible way - putting nationalinterest firmly ahead of party interest.  That is refreshing tosee and I think the vast majority of my constituents arecomfortable with the new Government and wish it well.  Icertainly do and am enjoying getting to know my newcolleagues - Conservative, Liberal Democrat, Labour andGreen!  I think people would be surprised to learn just howmuch we do work together in Westminster; rather like footballclubs it tends to be the supporters who dislike each other farmore than the players.

What are your highlights from the first few months?Personally it has been an amazing experience; bothchallenging and rewarding in ways I didn't think possible. 2010was the culmination of more than 10 years’ work for me so itwas very exciting to finally take my seat in the House ofCommons. Every day that I walk into work I feel the hairsstand up on the back of neck and I am very aware of howlucky I am to be able to say that.

Locally, it has been great to be able to deliver already on someof the things for which I campaigned. We have revoked regionalplanning and central housing targets, changed the rules tomake 'garden grabbing' much harder and abolished Labour'ssilly density targets that did so much damage to Winchester andChandler's Ford.  The effect of these changes puts the futureof large scale developments, including Barton Farm, back inthe hands of our local councillors and that is all down to swiftaction from the new Government.Have you held any 'surgeries' yet?Yes of course! I held my first surgery within a week of beingelected and have had one every Friday since in eitherWinchester or Chandler's Ford.  They are very much in demandat the moment and I love doing them.  People come to see me,or contact the office needing help, and we do our best for them.It's a sad fact of the life of an MP that your constituents only getto see half of the work we do because so much of it isconfidential casework. Anyway, I have had some realsuccesses already and that feels pretty good. It's why I do thejob and the day I stop getting a buzz from that is the day I willwalk away.
Life has changed a fair bit in recent months then?Yes, you could say that!  A new job, a new office, 649 newcolleagues and the huge responsibility of being Winchester'sMP.  Being away some nights in the week is hard on Susie andEmily at times, but they are great and know I am doing the jobI always wanted to do and can see how much I relish thechallenge.  We don't go for an easy life mind you; baby numbertwo is due this November so it will be back to sleepless nightsand nappies before Christmas.  Like the job though, I wouldn'thave it any other way!

Steve Brine has held two open meetings in Winchester this year as part of his ASKtheNHS series.The first event, in March, focused on a new clinical model being produced across the Hampshire Hospitals Trust and proposals for a new critical care centre. It would work alongside the RHCH in Winchester but treat the sickest 15% of patients.
The second meeting, held in September, was focused exclusively on obstetric care and maternity services. Steve told The Winchester Post; “As a responsible Member of Parliament I want us to have the fullest possible understanding of what’s being proposed and to give my constituents the chance to question it.

“My major health survey in the Spring showed a willingness on behalf of local people to hear more of these plans but the greatest anxiety remains around changes to maternity services, hence the second meeting. Many questions remain but I will continue to work with the Trust getting the facts in front of the local people; this is far too important for poorly informed scare stories.”

Steve Brine has worked closely with South West Trains since his election. 
A £3.7m improvement plan at Winchester Station has brought increased parking provision as well as new footbridge access while Wi-Fi, something Steve has lobbied the company to introduce, has recently gone live. 
Steve is now working with SWT, neighbouring MPs and senior Ministers on the introduction of flexible ticketing and a major project to increase capacity on our busiest routes into London by finally addressing the long overdue issue of trains entering Waterloo Station.

Winchester has always had  a good working relationship with Southampton Airport. 
But with the uncertainty relating to south east flight paths and the impending change of ownership at SIA it is imperative we have an agreed consultation process for any future changes to flight paths which may affect our area. Steve Brine has been working with senior Winchester councillors to address the issue. 

Steve says; “As a direct result of our work, we are in discussions with SIA for a new Memorandum of Understanding between WCC and SIA which strengthens our voice when future changes are proposed.” 

Steve Brine has secured major resurfacing work for the M3 motorway which he described as ‘absolutely fantastic news’ for hundreds of his constituents across the area.
Roads Minister John Hayes has written to our MP to confirm the Highways Agency will bring forward plans to lay a new quieter surface on the M3 between junctions 9 and 14. 
The work will be done during the period 2015-2017 and will encompass all three lanes and the hard shoulder – on both carriageways. There is also good news on what the Transport Secretary called our ‘nasty junction’ in Kings Worthy; find out more on page 3 and on my website.

NEW COUNCIL HOMES
Winchester’s Conservative City Council has
unveiled plans to build the first new council
homes in the area for twenty five years.
The council, now led by Cllr Keith Wood, will
invest around £50m to build more than 300 new
homes over the next ten years.  The first homes
will come online this year (2012) in Compton
where the old shop has been converted into flats.
Further new build homes will quickly follow.

Cllr Ian Tait, (pictured top right) Portfolio Holder
for New Homes Delivery, told The Winchester
Post; “This Conservative-led council is very
different to those that have gone before it.  It is
never easy to build in Winchester but the political
leadership is now there to do this and we have
put the money in place.  This is an absolutely
wonderful position for this council to be in.”

Winchester MP Steve Brine added; “We are all
absolutely committed to this policy and I am so
proud it is a Conservative council delivering these
homes.  New council homes are the ultimate form
of affordable housing.  Furthermore, they are
primarily for local people and they’re being built
in the kind of numbers which the city and its
existing infrastructure can handle.”

WORKING ACROSS OUR AREA
Over the past thirteen years, I’ve held various roles in Government and Parliament but it’s always constituency first.

TAKING WATER 
ISSUES SERIOUSLY
In April of this year, I joined together with neighbouring MPs to hold Southern Water to account for pre-Christmas and February half-term water outages in parts of Winchester and Chandler’s Ford. We saw how an £800m investment package is being used to increase resilience at the Otterbourne Water Supply Works.

My work with Southern Water doesn’t stop there. I have worked hard this year to understand the complex issue of Combined Storm Overflows (CSOs) and am ensuring the company goes further and faster than the recently passed Environment Act.

BACKING BUSINESS
The relationship I have with local business is one of the most important aspects of my job. Each Spring, shortly after the budget, I speak at the Chamber Business Breakfast to outline what’s in the ‘red’ book and to better understand what the local economy needs direct from the wealth (and job) creators.

Each summer I am out across the constituency on street corners, outside shops and in some cases inside them with my Summer Tour. Last year took me to Old Alresford (pictured meeting villagers with my dog Monty and Cllr Fiona Isaacs) as well as Chandler’s Ford, Micheldever, Sparsholt and Badger Farm.

ASK THE AIRPORT
As Southampton Airport moves forward with its’ long-discussed runway extension, I brought airport chiefs to Colden Common Community Centre to answer questions from constituents. ASKtheAIRPORT heard from MD, Steve Szalay, regarding his ambitious plans, future noise impact, the ongoing Airspace Change programme and the move to embrace low carbon flying from our important regional airports.

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A long campaign bore fruit in 2015 
as we finally got a quieter surface 
for junctions 9-14 of the M3. The 
work was brought forward to help 
us get a good night’s sleep and 
I spent a very noisy night out on 
the road watching how they do it.
